The Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT), also referred to as a “bed
tax” or “room tax”, is a tax assessed to visitors staying in all
lodging establishments within the city limits. In 2004, voters

passed a ballot measure to ensure there would be an ongoing

funding source for parks, recreation and open space by
designating 10% of the TOT to fund Community Services/Parks

& Recreation. An additional 2% goes to support public safety,

and the remaining 2% to support affordable housing initiatives.
